There is one elective choice + physical education/health and Enrichment/Remediation each day.
OPTION 1

5255CA6- Band

Students must begin band in sixth grade.  Beginners are not usually allowed to join in seventh or eighth grade.  HGMS’ band consists of woodwinds, brass, and percussion instruments. Students who wish to play percussion must take an aptitude test at the beginning of the school year.  Alto sax players must meet a hand-size requirement.

0001BA6- Curriculum Assistance

This class must be recommended by the IEP team for students needing specially designed instruction.
OPTION 2

6511CC – Keyboarding/Computer Literacy 

This course offers keyboarding instruction that is essential in our technological society.  Students develop touch-keying skills and learn the appropriate use and care of hardware and software.  Computer literacy includes terminology, concepts, and skills required to move on to more advanced computer use.  This course provides students with knowledge of appropriate document formatting that will serve them well throughout their academic career.
Explanation of choice: A student will only get two of the following nine week classes.  These are assigned randomly as the master schedule dictates which options are offered to individual tracks.  We will take preferences into consideration if possible.
5026CA – Visual Arts Exploratory 

This course introduces students to the elements of art through drawing, painting, printmaking, ceramics, and weaving.  Applications of these elements to the student’s own original artwork are the major emphasis. 
1250CG- Exploratory Spanish

Students are introduced to the basics of Spanish language and culture. Students who complete this course successfully should next take Beginning Spanish.
6158CA6- Career Exploration/FACS
This course is designed to showcase careers that will be covered in Exploring Life Skills.  We will cover units that include resource management, relationships, nutrition and  wellness, childcare, apparel, and interior design.  Students have the ability to learn with hands on concepts that will be applied to everyday living.
6158CC6-Career Exploration/Intro to Tech

This course is designed to introduce students to technological systems while also offering hands on experience with engineering and design software. Some content areas include: Bridge design, Video game design, technical sketching and CAD (computer aided design) with Solid Works. 
5128CA6-Music
Students are introduced to the elements of music through singing, playing instruments, and moving. Students study basic theory concepts in order to read and perform a variety of musical styles from classical to contemporary spanning a number of cultures. 
5110CA6-Dance

This course introduces creative movement, improvisation, and choreography through basic modern dance techniques. 
Enrichment/Remediation (K-9 Time)
Students are given opportunities for enrichment or remediation based on academic classroom performance.  It is a time for tutoring students in core subjects or going deeper into content material for those needing more of a challenge.  Classes are for three week increments.
