Lesson: Finding the Perimeter of rectangles and squares.

4th Grade Objective: 2.01 – Develop strategies to determine the area of rectangles and the perimeter of plane figures.

Vocabulary:  Perimeter is the distance around the outside of a figure. To find the perimeter of any figure, add up the lengths of all its sides.

Lesson:

What is the perimeter of this rectangle?
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P = side + side + side + side
   = 8 + 5 + 8 + 5

  = 13 + 13

  = 26

The perimeter of this rectangle is 26 units.

What is the perimeter of this square?
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P = side + side + side + side
   = 4 + 4 + 4 + 4

  = 8 + 8

  = 16

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2. Find the perimeter of this rectangle. (Hint: use centimeters to label your answer)

3. What is the perimeter of a lawn that is 25 feet long and 20 feet wide? 
(HINT: You'd use this much fence around it.)
4. Find the perimeter of a table cloth that is sixty inches square. 
(HINT: Each edge is 60" long.)

5. The length of a rectangle measures 60 meters and the width measures 40 meters.   What is the perimeter? (HINT: Draw a picture first)
