Lesson:
When solving problems with more than one operation, follow this order:

1. Simplify all operations that are grouped together in Parenthesis.

2. Simplify all multiplication and division in order from left to right.

3. Simplify all addition and subtraction in order from left to right.

What operations are in the problem? Addition, subtraction, and multiplication.

Following the order of operations, simplify operations in parentheses.

Operations in parenthesis : (16 – 5) = 11
                                                             3 + 11 x 6 = ?

Simplify the multiplication.

Multiply 11 x 6 = 66
                        3 + 66 = ?

Simplify the addition.

Add:  3 + 66 = 69

Therefore, 3 + (16 – 5) x 6 = 69
