Eligibility Requirements Curriculum
In order to qualify for the Title I Pre-Kindergarten Program a child must meet 
the following criteria:
•	 be four years of age on or before August 31st of the current year
•	 have a completed application on file
•	 demonstrate a need for education experience as indicated by 
performance on the Brigance Preschool Screen  

•	 have a completed parent survey
•	 have a teacher observation
•	 have little or no preschool  
experience
